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Tips from Penny Kritt  

There Are No Primary Col-
ors from Manufacturers!  

I know what youôre thinking ï of 
course you can buy primary colors 
in oils, acrylics and watercolor!  
Sadly, thatôs not true.  And wonôt 
that explain a lot of the frustration 
you have when mixing two prima-
ries doesnôt give you the secondary 
color you want? 

Iôll prove it!  Thereôs surely been a 
time that you mixed a red and yel-
low to get a really bright orange, 
but all you got was a dull version of 
the color you wanted.  Or maybe 
you wanted a luscious royal purple, 
but your red and blue only yielded 
a dusty version of lavender.   Ever 
have trouble getting a bright green 
when mixing yellow and blue?   So, 
youôre beginning to see my point. 

Thatôs why many art books show 
the authorôs preferred color choices 
ï even when they claim they only 
use primary colors so they can con-
trol mixing more accurately ï donôt 
have one red, one blue and one yel-
low!   Even those ñpuristsò have 
two of each ñprimaryò.   

Letôs just recognize that we canôt 
buy primaries because manufac-
turers only sell secondary (a mix-
ture of two primaries) colors.  Alt-
hough reds and yellows are ñwarmò 
colors, scarlets have a bit of yellow 
in them; rose or alizarin crimson 
have some blue.  Hansa yellow has 
some red, and lemon yellow has a 
little blue that gives it a slight 
greenish cast.  Cool Ultramarine 
blue is warm because it has some 
red, but manganese blue is made 
with a little yellow.  

Thatôs why some colors that seem 
like they should be easy to mix are 
so elusive.  For example, peach is a 
light orange, right?  Nope, itôs actu-
ally a tertiary (all three primaries) 
color.  If you wanted to make 
peach using scarlet and Hansa yel-
low, it will always be too bright.  
Peach has a drop of blue in it or itôs 
just not peach.   

The primary/secondary/tertiary 
issue gives us a big tool to use.  
While it might not seem obvious at 
first, usually compositions should 
have no more than about 10-15 
percent of a painting as true pri-
mary/secondary colors!  Save 
those bold and beautify colors to 
use at your focal point.  When 
there are too many intense colors, 
it actually hurts the viewerôs eyes 
and heôll immediately look away. 

Letôs look at some grapes.  Wheth-
er you prefer green or purple, they 
are secondary colors.  In each case, 
the group on the left are true sec-
ondary colors, either red and blue 
or just blue and yellow.  The only 
difference is the ratio of one color 
to the other. 

The groups on the right each have 
one grape that is a true secondary 
color, but the surrounding grapes 
all have a bit of the third primary.  
That means the duller purple 
grapes each have some yellow in 
the mix.  For the green grapes, 
thereôs varying amounts of red 
added to make the colors more in-
teresting.  Itôs more comfortable to 
look at the groups on the right. 

Look closely at On the Marsh be-
low.  Notice that all the colors are 
mid tones.  There are no really 

dark or really light colors except in 
the middle of the sun.  To make 
matters worse, there are no sec-
ondary colors ï each one is a ter-
tiary! Normally, that would make a 
truly boring mess. 

 

What saves the composition is the 
unity of color.  Because each color 
has an element of all three prima-
ries, that makes a calming mid 
tone painting that has enough vari-
eties of warm and cool colors to 
make it interesting.   

Of course, the shapes had to work 
together.  The rusty color in the 
upper left moves your eye to the 
sun and further right to the marsh 
grass.  Then you see the dog so you 
move down to the boat and then 
back to the left to the reeds.  Itôs 
not just a happy coincidence that 
the reeds gently move you back to 
the rust color so you can circle the 
painting and enjoy it again.  

 

Hereôs a great color mixing exer-
cise.   Think about the color of 
wood in furniture.  Oak has a lot of 
yellow in it.  Rosewood has more 
reddish purple.  Maple is a very 
light brown with a tiny bit of or-
ange.  And once youôre done with 
that, do it again to create skin 
tones for various races.
